Grandparents afternoon was successful and could it
be repeated? Mrs Chrystal will liaise with Mrs Long
and as there will be another intake in September
and could it be planned earlier in the school year?
The impact on Massage in School strategy was
discussed with parents commenting on their own
child's response. It was felt that asking another
child's permission to give a massage gave awareness
of personal space and appropriate touch. Mrs
Chrystal informed Parents that Massage in School
will continue with Mrs Harrison as the lead
practitioner.

Book Swap was seen as s good idea and it was
suggested that it would be helpful if there was a
designated place for the books in school.
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Jane Wilson, who organised the petition for a crossing
outside the schools gave an update on progress to date.
She in formed parents that she has contacted John Hunt,
local councillor and now a governor at the school who has
been involved in lobbying for crossing in another part of
Downend.

Jane invited parents to join her on Wednesday 29 June to
meet John Hunt after they have taken their children to
school.
